Set up a room with 

  L it ter box and l i tter scoop 

  Food bowl and water bowl  

  Scratch post 

  Toys 

  And a bed 

Keeping the kit ten in one room to start wi th wil l  

minimise distress and al low them to adjust to 

their new environment.  

Buy a cheap collar that you can put your contact 

details on as your kit ten wi l l  grow fast,  so no 

need for an expensive collar yet.  

 

Carrier  

Our ki ttens must be transported to their new 

homes in a secure cat carr ier.  

 

LITTER 

Breeder's Choice Newspaper Litter 
 

We have found this to be the safest and most 

compatible l i t ter for k it tens. It  can be purchased 

from most pet food supply stores and from most 

supermarkets. 

 

Avoid clay l i t ter as k it tens can ingest i t and i t can 

clump in their stomach causing a bowel obstruction.   

Avoid crystal l i t ter, as i t is  poisonous i f ingested.
